When that level of attention is dropped, the pet is naturally stressed by the change and often displays stress-related behaviors such as excessive vocalization, destruction and housesoiling. 
HOW TO INTRODUCE A NEW PET TO EXISTING HOUSEHOLD PETS
· First, do NOT have dogs meet for the first time at the front door. Instead, let dogs meet in a location with a positive association like a park. Set the tone by being relaxed. Use a happy voice. Get the dog’s attention on walking, chasing their own ball, getting treats for sitting quietly. 

· Keep new dog leashed indoors for at least one week to allow the resident dog to adjust.
· Put your adopted cat in a bathroom for a week to allow a gradual, positive introduction process. Being able to hide lowers your adopted cat's stress. Cover a kennel with a towel. 
· Toss kibbles and hand feed your new pet for a few weeks to make a positive first impression
